The Rotary Club of Columbia is sponsoring The Twenty-Seventh Annual Robert Davidson Scholar Athlete Awards for graduating seniors from Howard County High Schools.  Awards of $2,000 each will be given to the top male and female applicants, along with special plaques for display in the winners’ schools for the following school year. Two runner-up awards of $1,000 each will also be given. Any eligible senior is encouraged to apply, as there are no restrictions on the number of either entrants or winners who can come from any one high school. The scholarships and plaques will be presented at the Rotary Club of Columbia’s Annual Awards Dinner, which will be held at Howard Community College on Monday, June 11, 2012.  If you apply, please hold this date, as dignitaries and the media expect to meet and talk with the winners.
The Selection Committee is seeking applicants who have distinguished themselves both academically and athletically during their high school years. The awards will be based on accomplishments, but do not require the demonstration of financial need. The applicant must be a senior, a resident of Howard County (parent or guardian, as well), scheduled to graduate from a Howard County high school (public or private) this spring and should be planning to enroll in college in the fall of 2012. (Please note if you plan to defer college enrollment.) The application criteria require a cumulative grade point average of at least 3.4 and a minimum of four varsity letters.

Any application must include an official transcript of all high school courses (identifying GT and AP courses), grades (weighted and unweighted, if applicable) and class rank (also if applicable) from freshman year through the first half of this academic year (make sure to request senior year courses and first semester grades). Any ACT, SAT, SAT II and AP scores (all that apply) are required, but the Selection Committee will be most interested in scores on the AP and SAT II exams. We expect at least one recommendation letter regarding personal academic achievement. If you claim any academic awards, make sure that they are specific and correctly identified. With respect to athletics, your school’s Athletic and Activities Manager must verify the number of varsity letters earned, and we would expect at least one recommendation letter regarding your athletic achievements. Again, any awards or recognition that you claim must be specific and correctly identified. 
If you feel that you should be considered for an award even though you are not able to meet either the requirement for a 3.4 GPA or the four varsity letters, please feel free to make your case for consideration by calling Steve Sachs (410-964-5800) or David Tripp (410-730-4499), or by submitting your application with a detailed explanation.

While these awards are meant to recognize athletic and academic achievement, we are interested in hearing about other passions that you might have. Examples could be Scouting, 4-H Club, All State Orchestra, significant efforts in community/charitable programs, etc. Again, any claims need to be supported, but recommendations are acceptable so long as the author can be contacted. Please type your application using the attached form as a guide, completing all sections, although you may create and enter your information on a computerized version of the form. Do not forget to include a personal certification of Howard County residency.
Please make sure that your application includes the following:

    1.   A copy of your official high school transcript, including class rank (if available) and all courses               and grades through the first half of 2011 – 2012 (make sure to request senior year first semester 
          grades)

5. Personal certification of Howard County residency
